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Before Prop Talk Begins  
1. Put toy ear and toy mouth inside the bag. 

Prop Talk  
1. Show the praying hands on the bag.  

Say: Look at these praying hands! They remind us 
that we can get to know God when we pray. Let’s 
learn how to pray together!  

2. Pull out the toy mouth and show it to the kids.  

Say: This is a mouth. Point to your mouths! We can 
talk to God about what is on our mind and in our heart 
by saying words with our mouths. 

3. Everyone makes a puppet with their hand and 
says, “I talk to God!” 

4. Pull out the toy ear and show it to the kids.  

Say: This is an ear! Wiggle your listening ears! 
Sometimes, we can pray by listening to God with our 
ears, in our hearts, and in our minds.  

5. Everyone cups one hand behind their ear, places 
the other hand on their heart, and says, “I listen to 
God!”   

Say: Now, let’s play a fun game! If I pull out the 
mouth, show me your mouth, and say, “I talk to God!” 
If I pull out the ear, show me your ear and your heart 
and say, “I listen to God!” 

6. Pull out the mouth or the ear, and help kids 
respond to it with the correct motion and phrase.  

7. Repeat the game as time allows. 

8. Say “Say with Me” listed on the front.
